Topics due -- Wednesday, November 17  (e-mail is fine.  I will need to have the case name, citation, and the subject of the case.)

Essays due -- Wednesday, December 8, in class  (No e-mail submissions)

The assignment is to pick a legal case and analyze its philosophical and legal issues.  You should take a position (and defend it) on whether you think that the court has decided the matter correctly.  Only a brief summary of the relevant facts of the case should be included; a copy of the case should be handed in with the essay. If it is in one of our textbooks or it is one of the reserve readings for the class, you should still hand in the full text of the case with your paper.  Sources such as important relevant cases, law review articles, or philosophical books and articles on the topic can be consulted; please give full citations.

These are research papers 8 - 10 pages in length.  They may not be on the same topic as your group presentation. Standard legal citation form should be used.
